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#201 – Vehicle Response for Calls

Purpose:  

The purpose of this SOG is to clearly define vehicle response as it applies to each alarm type.  The initial roll order assumes that all units are available for response.  If any units are unavailable, comparable units shall respond in place of those listed.  Mutual aid alarms will be as listed unless requesting agency or an officer indicates otherwise.
Definition:  

1. Refer to SOG 202 for definition of alarm types.

2. Code 1/Response 1 – (Non-emergent) No lights or siren. Do not exceed the speed limit. Obey all traffic laws.
3. Code 2/Response 2 - No lights or siren. Do not exceed the speed limit. Obey all traffic laws. Use of lights or siren when necessary due to traffic or other considerations.
4. Code 3/Response 3 – (Emergent) Use of lights and siren.
Guidelines:
1. All vehicle engines will be left running at all times unless the officer in charge indicates otherwise.
2. All vehicles will maintain a minimum of 300 feet interval during response to calls.  
3. Vehicles should be attended by a Fire Department member at all times.  
4. Seat belts should be worn at all times.
5. There will be no smoking in any Fire Department vehicles.
6. The Chief or another officer may change the order of response. 
7. 4506 or 4520 with 4599 (boat) should respond on any rescue on or near a body of water.
8. Response status shall follow the status listed in this SOG unless the Incident Commander indicates otherwise.
9. While traveling response 3, all vehicles shall come to a complete stop at all red lights and stop signs to check for other traffic before proceeding through the intersection.
10. Response code to the hospital will be determined by the Paramedic or primary EMT.
Response:

1. 4570 responding on medical assignments shall be staffed by a maximum of 4 people when staff is available.  Members responding on 4570 shall have full bunker gear with on the call, however they are only required to wear their bunker pants and department issued shirt.

2. 4520 is also acceptable to respond on medical calls and should be utilized in the event minimal staffing is available.

On Scene:

1. Warning lights - Shall be used at the scene of any incident when the emergency vehicle is required to park in a traffic way or other area that may present a traffic hazard. They may also be used by the first emergency vehicle on a scene to help other responding units rapidly locate the scene.

2. Medical Incidents - Department vehicles arriving at the scene of a medical call in residential areas should normally use four way emergency flashers when they must park in a roadway. Operators may use warning lights when a clear traffic hazard exists despite the use of four way flashers.
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
