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#211 – CPR Instruction

Purpose:  

The purpose of this SOG is to define the student participation rates, instructor pay, and association income when performing CPR instruction sponsored by the Polk City Firefighters Association.
Definition:  

1. Instructors of CPR through the Polk City Fire Department must be current BLS Instructors with the American Heart Association.

2. Polk City Fire Department facilities and equipment may be utilized to perform the department sponsored CPR training under this guideline.

3. When advertising for CPR classes, it must be clearly stated that the Polk City Firefighters Association is sponsoring the event (NOT the Polk City Fire Department).  Additionally, the student charge must be listed as a donation (NOT fee). 

Guidelines:
1. Student rates for Heartsaver AED will be $35.00 donation per student.  A reduced rate will be given to groups who participate in the Public Access Defibrillation program through the Polk City Firefighters Association of $25 donation per student.
2. Student rates for Healthcare Provider CPR will be $50 donation per student.
3. BLS instructors will receive $20 compensation per hour for class time plus one hour for preparation and clean-up.  Classes with less than three students will result in less compensation for the instructor.  See 211b for details.
4. To be cost efficient, it is recommended to have a minimum of 3 students in any class.

5. All donations for CPR classes will be made to the Polk City Firefighters Association.  

6. All instructor pay will be paid according to the approved payment schedule (211b) by the Polk City Firefighters Association.
7. Purchase of CPR supplies, CPR cards, etc. will be made by the Polk City Firefighters Association.  
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
