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#212 – Apparatus and Equipment Maintenance Program

Purpose: 
The purpose of this SOG is to clearly detail the maintenance, inspection and testing procedure for apparatus and equipment for the Polk City Fire Department.
Policy:
All members of the Polk City Fire Department shall become familiar with the monthly inspection forms for each apparatus (SOG #638 – 647, 651).  Inspection forms are to be performed during the maintenance check night and turned into the Company 1 Captain or Lieutenant for review.

Company 1 is responsible for ensuring that the Monthly Vehicle Maintenance Form (SOG #649) is being performed.  Company 1 Captain or Lieutenant will follow up with any deficiencies immediately and report as necessary.  Apparatus documentation will be maintained by the Company 1 Captain.  
Documentation of all testing and preventative maintenance will be maintained by the Company 1 Captain.

Annual Pump Testing:

All department engines will have an annual pump performance test in accordance with NFPA 1911, Standard for Service Tests of Fire Pump Systems on Fire Apparatus.
The annual pump test will also be conducted after any significant repairs or maintenance to the pump or power train.
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Annual Hose Testing:
All department hose will have an annual hose inspection/test in accordance with NFPA 1962, Standard for the Inspection, Care and Use of Fire Hose, Couplings, and Nozzles and the Service Testing of Fire Hose.

Annual Ladder Testing:

All department ground ladders will be inspected and maintained as needed during the monthly maintenance checks. All ground ladders will undergo an annual service test by Underwriters Laboratories in accordance with NFPA 1932. Standard for Use, Maintenance and Service Testing of Fire Department Ground Ladders.  
Hydraulic Equipment:

Hydraulic rescue equipment will be serviced on an annual basis by factory authorized and certified technicians.  

Air Systems and SCBA Equipment:

The air cascade fill station will be serviced on an annual basis by factory authorized and certified technicians.  Air cascade fill banks must be hydrostatic tested every 5 years (due February 2010).  Banks will be on a monthly rotation to be drained and refilled during the maintenance check night.  

SCBA equipment will be serviced on an annual basis by factory authorized and certified technicians.  SCBA bottles must be hydrostatic tested every 5 years.  SCBA must be in accordance with NFPA 1981, Standard on Open-Circuit Self-Contained Breathing Apparatus (SCBA) for Emergency Services.
The air compressor will be drained of water once a month during the maintenance check night and oil changed once a year (January).

Small Engine Maintenance:

All gasoline powered equipment will be run on a monthly basis during maintenance check night to ensure its properly working.  A complete tune-up will be done on an as needed basis.  All gasoline engine powered equipment will be maintained by a certified technician.  
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Battery Rotation:

All department SCBA packs and masks will be on a six month battery switch out.  The switch out will take place in January and June of each year.  
· Batteries per SCBA pack (2 – AAA) (1 – 9 volt)

· 14 packs

· Batteries per mask (2 – AAA)

· 30 masks

· TOTAL needed every six months: 88 (AAA) – 14 (9 volts)

All department issued flashlights (worn on bunker gear) will be on a yearly battery switch out.  The switch out will take place every January.

· Batteries per flashlight (4 – AA)

· 30 flashlights

· TOTAL needed yearly for the flashlights: 120 (AA)

  All other department flashlights will be changed out on an as needed basis.
