#408 – Auto/Mutual Aid Medical/Rescue Assignments

Purpose:  

To provide guidelines for an effective and safe response on mutual aid medial and rescue assignments.
Guidelines:



Response:

1. We should make every attempt to assist mutual aid agencies while ensuring adequate personnel are available in Polk City, this SOG may be altered as needed by the officer in charge.

2. All duty crew personnel should respond to the station for any mutual aid request.  

3. The ambulance should be manned by a minimum of 2 people, and a maximum of 3 people (including the paramedic).  A probationary member or EMS student can be the 4th person on board.  
4. If Polk City does not have a Paramedic available, the crew should contact Polk County and indicate you are responding basic level.  The ambulance should still respond unless cancelled by the requesting agency.

Transport:

1. An officer or senior member shall determine the amount of staff needed for transport depending on the type of call and patient condition.  Staff may be increased by taking people from the engine company or reduced by having staff transported back to the station.  The state minimum of one EMT and a CPR driver must be maintained.

2. If Polk City will be transporting the patient in our ambulance, ensure the following are done:

a. Obtain a copy of the agencies initial patient care report.

b. Follow normal patient care guidelines.

3. If the requesting agency will be transporting with a Polk City Paramedic on their ambulance, ensure the following:

a. Obtain a copy of the agencies initial patient care report.

b. If the agency has only one EMT, the Paramedic may request a Polk City FR/EMT-B to ride on the ambulance as well.

c. The ALS bag, defibrillator, and drug box should be transferred to the agencies ambulance.  

d. The ambulance should go back to the City.  The “Out of Service” sign should be placed on the driver’s window so all personnel know the ambulance is out of service (until the ALS bag, drug box, and defibrillator are returned).

e. The mutual aid agency will drop Polk City personnel off at the Polk City Fire Station after the call.  This may be altered depending on the location of the call.
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
