Purpose:  

The purpose of this SOG is to provide a guideline to all EMS certified members to ensure they remain competent with defibrillator and combi-tube skills.

Guideline:

Every emergency medical technician or first responder must re-certify each quarter.  This re-certification will be a scenario chosen by the instructors.

Each scenario provides for the following items according to our protocol:

a. Patient responsiveness

b. Oral airway insertion

c. Two minutes of CPR

d. Defibrillator sequence, including a no-shock advised

e. Combitube insertion

f. Packaging and transport

g. 4 lead monitor placement

h. 12 lead placement

If an EMT or FR is unable to attend the scheduled recertification class, it will be the responsibility of the EMT or FR to reschedule with one of the instructors.

The Medical Director will review our training and re-certification each quarter through an audit.
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
